o The coordination and timing were highly praised.
o Smooth transitions between sessions and speaker clarity were commonly
acknowledged.

e Include a Q&A session with more time allocated for student queries.
o Offer printed material or a takeaway summary of the company’s projects.
e Consider including a small hands-on demo if feasible.
